WHY PEOPLE DO NOT OBEY GOD’S COMMAND?

We wonder why people do not obey God’s wish even if we notice that many are religious. There is 
a popular saying in the Philippines that says; “many are religious but few are righteous.” I hate to 
express my article just to be accused of “judging” others without bases. So let me dwell with the 
issue objectively so that we can answer “why many do not obey God’s command?” All our answers 
will be from the Bible and from what I have heard and observed. 

It is not IMPORTANT right now! When God’s word is ignored because many other 
things given priority, we have placed ourselves in a very dangerous situation. God’s 
word is more important than anything in this world. John 14:12 says; “The one who 
rejects me and does not receive my words has a judge; the word that I have spoken 
will judge him on the last day” (English Standard Version). Remember, our God is a 
jealous God. He wants to be our first priority. He wants us to choose Him first before 
any other things in this world.  Exodus 34:14 says; “for you shall not worship any 
other god, for the LORD, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God“ (NASV).

Our Lord 
Jesus was crucified by the majority Matthew 27:32-56. They let a robber Barabbas 
go and condemned Jesus to death. Are they right as they were the majority? 1John

world, love for the Father is not in them.” (NIV) Apostle Paul added “Do not be 
conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by 
testing you may discern what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and 
perfect.” Romans12:1(ESV)  Jesus is aware that His flock is little as He said; “Don't 
be afraid, little flock, for it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the King-
dom” (Luke 12:32). Remember, God is not concern of numbers but would rather to 
see OBEDIENT People do His will. 

All Religions are the Same – they have the same God! The search for truth is over 
when someone says, “it is just the same.”
