Christians must Have the Characteristics of Children

A long time ago, I experienced seeing 
one of my little sons crying so loud be-
cause of the strong thunder and typhoon 
that woke him up. I rushed to his room 
and comforted him by telling him that 
all is okay and Daddy won’t leave him. 
Feeling my warm embrace and protec-
tion, all his fear subsided. My son knew 
and is assured that I will take care of 
him and he stopped his fear and crying 
because the person he trusts is there to 
protect him. 

That’s the way we are too to our Lord. 
Our Lord comforts us as we cling to 
Him and trust Him. He wants us to hold 

on to Him and live with Him like little children to their father. Jesus says; "Come 
to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest (NIV Mat-
thew 11:28). As we want to dedicate our lives, let us come to Him everyday, to 
free us from anger and shame from sin and Satan, from all our cares, worries, and 
sorrows.

This is the purity we all adore…..”( Purity of a Child posted December 30, 2014) 
This is just the pure innocent characteristics that children have and our Lord Jesus 
saw - that only children possess such pure qualities. The Lord said; Verily I say 
unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter 
into the kingdom of heaven. Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this 
little child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven. (Matthew 18:3-4) 

Let us come to Him and hold on to Him as He tells us “Abide in me, and I in 

you” (John 15:4  English Standard Version).
